Sweetheart Pageant Categories:

e Personality
o This is an opportunity for the girls to showcase their personalities, as well as gain
confidence on stage for the future.
e Appearance/Modeling
o We ask that each girl wear a cowboy hat and boots during the events, as the goal
is to promote the western heritage. Long sleeves are not required. The cost of the
clothing is not important.
o Each girl will model her selected wardrobe during the Fashion Show Brunch.:
e Each girl will model one outfit of their choice. This event will
highlight the elegant western trends. There is no required “style” for
our Sweetheart participants . Skirts, dresses, jeans, jackets, vests are
all okay.
e Hat and boots required.
o Sash and crown will be officially handed out upon paid registration during the
crowning event Friday, and worn for all Sweetheart events.
e Impromptu Speaking:
o During both the Fashion Show and Pageant Brunch, we will ask each young lady
a fun question about themselves! This portion gives the girls an opportunity to
showcase their personalities and gain confidence speaking on stage.
o The Sweetheart participants also may have the opportunity to be interviewed on
our social media platforms for friends and family to see!
e Speech [OPTIONAL]:
o Sweetheart participants are allowed to participate in the speech portion on Friday
morning. The speech topic is: Anything with a Western Theme.
e The Sweetheart participants will NOT participate in Horsemanship, Written Test, or
Interview.

Sweetheart Pageant Rules:

e Girls who are eligible for the Sweetheart category must have obtained the age of 3 and
not yet obtained the age of 13 as of June 1st of the competition year.

e Not designed to be competitive.

e We ask that participants promote western fashion: hat and boots required.

e Each participant will receive a crown and 2025 banner during their official crowning.

e Colored headshot [digital] photos are required for pageant promotion and pageant

programs.
